partnership of the public and private sectors is necessary to successfully prepare for
and respond to these incidents.

FACILITIES/SHIPPERS

The owners and operators of facilities that receive, store, manufacture, process,
distribute or dispose of hazardous materials are responsible for operating these facilities
safely and in accordance with applicable laws and regulations. This includes planning
for contingencies within their own plants, and providing employees with proper training
to handle in-plant emergencies. Businesses must make the proper notifications and
abide by all local, state, and federal regulations and reporting requirements.

Fixed facilities and transportation companies carrying hazardous materials should
participate fully in the County's Local Emergency Planning Commiittee, and ongoing
planning, training, and exercising.

Fixed facilities have the following responsibilities:
Submit a letter to the local fire department, LEPC and SERC naming the
facility and representative of the LEPC.
Provide reports, as required, to the local fire department, County Local
Emergency Planning Committee and State Emergency Response
Commission in accordance with SARA Title lll, including:
Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) of chemicals as required by
section 311 of Title IIl.
Tier | and Tier Il chemical inventory forms as required by section 312
of Title 1.
Toxic chemical release inventory required by section 313 of Title |1}
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Develop facility emergency plans and distribute copies to the local fire
department and County Local Emergency Planning Committee.

Provide updated lists of personnel and equipment available to the County for
hazardous materials incidents to the County Local Emergency Planning
Committee.

Provide information to health professionals, doctors, and nurses in
accordance with Section 324 of SARA Title Ill.

Designate emergency coordinators and Agency Representatives for incidents
occurring within the confines of their facilities in accordance with Section 303
of SARA Title Ill. Specifically:

Designate a Facility Emergency Coordinator and at least one alternate
to act as the primary contact person between responders and their
facility(s).

These appointments, including 24-hour contact information, must be
provided to the Eureka County Local Emergency Planning Committee
and updated as necessary.

Enter into agreements with local jurisdictions for hazardous materials
response assistance, within the guidelines of the law and company
policies.

Make plans, data sheets, forms, and follow-up notices available to the
public in accordance with Section 324 of SARA Title IlI.

Immediately notify the local fire department of a release of hazardous

materials as required by Section 304 of SARA Title Ill. See also the Reporting
and Notification sections of this Plan.
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TAB 7 - CONCEPT OF OPERATIONS

Eureka County intends to make appropnate preparat:ons for and respond to
hazardous materials incidents, i

Resources from the private sector and/or from outside the County will be needed
in all but the most minor incidents.

GENERAL CONCEPTS

GUIDING PRINCIPLE

The owner, user, shipping agent, carrier, or other responsible party has the primary
responsibility to control hazardous materials. However, the County must take action and
seek assistance to limit effects on LIFE, THE ENVIRONMENT and PROPERTY when
hazardous materials incidents occur.

RESPONDER SAFETY

An overriding consideration in every response is the protection of responders’
health and safety. Although response activities needed are incident specific,
similarities exist. All hazardous materials incidents are potentially dangerous situations.
Responders may be subject to additional dangers while working in hazardous incidents.

The specific requirements of training, equipment and competence cannot be
overstated and should not be ignored in hazardous materials incidents. This Plan
provides guidance for safe response to incidents. In concept and principle, standard
safety procedures are independent of the type of incident. Their applicability at a
particular incident must be determined and modifications made to meet prevailing
conditions.

This Hazardous Materials Response Plan provides guidance for certain activities. This

guidance is not meant to be a comprehensive treatment of each subject. Formal training
and individual agency plan and procedures must complement this Plan.

RESPONSE OBJECTIVES
General response objectives and priorities:

¢ Protect the lives, safety, and health of the public and the emergency responders.

o Stabilize the incident scene and prevent further escalation of the incident with,
minimum risk to personnel.

e Minimize or lessen the impact on the environment and protection of property.
e Strive for a safe outcome to all hazardous materials incidents. Hazardous

materials incidents will be managed with a high commitment to the safety of
responders, the public, the environment, and property.
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COUNTY POLICIES
Some principal policies guiding efforts regarding hazardous materials incidents in
Eureka County are outlined below.

o Jurisdiction over the site of a release/accident will remain with the County,
unless the County decides to relinquish it to and it is accepted by another
level of government.

¢ Incident command will be the responsibility of the Sheriff's Office until a
hazardous material qualified incident commander representing or approved
by the County arrives on scene and accepts command.

¢ Incident command within fixed sites will be the responsibility of the Sheriffs
Office until a hazardous material qualified incident commander representing
or approved by the County arrives on scene and accepts command. The
incident command will generally be conducted with assistance from the
Facility Emergency Coordinator or other person designated by the facility
owner or manager.

e Agencies and entities participating in a hazardous materials incident will strive
to use a Unified Command structure to manage the incident.

Actions taken are to be commensurate with incident hazards, personnel, training,
and equipment limitations.

Responders will, if possible, take safe defensive actions to attempt to protect lives,
the environment and property; unless properly trained personnel and appropriate
equipment are available to safely perform mitigation activities.

The character and magnitude of an incident will dictate actions taken in response to
a hazardous materials emergency.

Response personnel will not be put at risk to save victims or property without proper
protective equipment.

The County will pursue reimbursement from the "Responsible Party” and/or “Person
in-Control” for costs incurred in the response to hazardous material incidents.

Precautionary evacuations of people in threatened areas will be carried out based
on the best information available and within available personnel and resource
capabilities.

If possible, any threatened animals and livestock will also be evacuated.
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INCIDENT LEVELS AND RESPONSES

Hazardous materials incidents vary in their severity. Response planning, procedures,
notifications, and necessary resources can be determined by standard designations.
Personnel at the incident can raise the incident level or request additional resources,
thereby raising the level of response, based on the actual incident circumstances.
Incidents and the response to incidents are divided into the following three levels or
classifications based on severity:

LEVEL 1 (MINOR INCIDENTS)

Threats of releases, or incidents that can be controlled by the first response agencies
and do not require evacuation other than the involved structure or the immediate
area and do not pose an immediate threat to life, the environment or property.

incidents that involve less than the reportable quantity (RQ) established for that
particular substance by the reporting requirements contained in the CERCLA and
SARA Title lll statutes, and Nevada State regulations.

This includes minor incidents involving relatively small amounts of non-toxic material
such as motor vehicle fluids (i.e., motor oil, gasoline, diesel fuel, brake fluid,
coolant, etc.) in quantities less than 25 gallons or three cubic yards.

Responses are to be undertaken by appropriately trained first responders and additional
resources as needed.

LEVEL 2 (MODERATE INCIDENTS)

Incidents that cannot be controlled by the first response agencies involving a greater
hazard or larger area than Level 1, posing a potential hazard to life, the environment
or property and that may require limited evacuation or in place sheltering in the
surrounding area.

A more complex incident that usually requires a significant resource commitment,
and/or a level of expertise beyond the normal capabilities of the responding
agencies.

This includes an emergency that will require some mutual aid and/or outside expertise
or resources, including or private agencies/organizations an outside Hazardous
Materials Response Team, State, or federal agencies.

Responses are to be undertaken by appropriately trained first responders and additional
resources, probably including technical specialists and/or hazardous materials
response teams. (This level response anticipates a need for outside responders due
to the training required and/or complexity of the incident.)
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LEVEL 3 (MAJOR INCIDENTS)

Incidents that cannot be controlled by the first response agencies involving a severe
hazard or large area, posing an extreme threat to life, the environment or property,
and probably requiring a large-scale evacuation or in place sheltering.

These incidents require substantial expertise or resources of outside or private
agencies/organizations, State, or Federal agencies.

This includes a full emergency requiring automatic or mutual aid and substantial
outside resources.

These incidents may escalate beyond the capabilities of local and state agencies and
may require federal agency intervention.

Responses are to be undertaken by appropriately trained first responders and
hazardous materials response teams. (This level response anticipates a need for a
large number of outside responders due to the complexity and/or extended duration
of the incident.)

MUTUAL AND COOPERATIVE AID

Hazardous Materials incidents may become major events and overtax local resources.
The State-wide Mutual Aid Cooperative Agreement will be enacted to support local
resources.

Resources from outside the County will probably be needed in all but minor incidents.
Specifically, outside hazardous materials response teams will be necessary in
moderate and major incidents.

The County and/or its emergency response agencies will pursue cooperative aid
agreement with willing jurisdictions and agencies that can provide technical and
supportive response resources.

For incidents exceeding locally available resources, requests for additional resources
will first be made from the nearest capable jurisdiction(s) and/or entities that have
entered into mutual or cooperative aid agreements with Eureka County.

The County and/or its emergency response agencies may enter into predetermined
arrangements, agreements or contracts with private companies and other agencies
to improve the County's capabilities and provide resources. These arrangements are
incorporated into this Plan by reference.
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NOTIFICATION
CHECKLIST -See The Response Guidebook in TAB 2
1. Notification includes all initial actions necessary to inform local, state, and federal
response and regulatory agencies that a hazardous materials incident has
occurred.

GENERAL NOTIFICATION PROCEDURES
1. The first person aware of a possible hazardous materials incident should contact
Eureka County Sheriff's Dispatch, usually via telephone by dialing 9-1-1.

2. The dispatcher should follow standard operating procedures to dispatch first
responder units to the scene according to the reported nature of the call and
Notification and Response Levels listed below and in the Response Guidebook in
TAB 2. Dispatch will initiate the notification of additional response agencies as
required.

3. When the potential or existence of a hazardous materials release is confirmed,
the incident command should request notification of applicable outside agencies
and request appropriate additional assistance through Dispatch.

4. This general notification procedure does not relieve the responsible party from
compliance with any applicable legal requirements to notify other agencies.

Initial notification and response to an incident are dependent on the information
received by Dispatch. Notifications will be based on the information solicited by
Dispatch from the reporting party and subsequent information provided by first
responding units. Initial information needed should be based on the "Hazardous
Materials Initial Report Form" (TAB 10)

NOTIFICATIONS FOR DIFFERENT INCIDENT LEVELS

Hazardous materials releases will be reported to the Eureka County Sheriff's Office.
The person taking the report will try to get all the information possible from the reporting
party, using the hazardous materials release report form.

The Eureka County Sheriff's Office will see that the agencies listed below are informed
according to the incident level. Specific telephone numbers and/or other contact
procedures are maintained in the Eureka County Emergency Resources List.

LEVEL 1 -MINOR INCIDENT NOTIFICATIONS
Sheriff's Office

Fire department responsible for the incident area
Ambulance service responsible for the incident area

Public Works
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NHP if incident is on a State Highway or additional law enforcement assistance is
needed

Hazardous Materials qualified incident commander, as needed

LEVEL 2 -MODERATE INCIDENT NOTIFICATIONS
All agencies listed for Minor incidents

Hazardous Materials qualified incident commander

Medical facilities for preparations to receive patients

Nevada Division of Emergency Management for additional
agencies/organizations/entities as needed.
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National Response Center

Adjoining jurisdictions will be notified, if the wind or water borne materials may affect
them.

SUBSEQUENT NOTIFICATIONS
At the direction of the Incident Command, Sheriff's Dispatch will notify the following and
any other entities requested:

Outside Hazardous Materials Technical Specialists and/or Response Team
Nevada Radiological Health Section -in case of a radiological incident.

Adjoining Jurisdictions -such as counties or tribal lands if the incident may affect or
threatens their jurisdiction, or if their resources are needed.

Other Agencies/Entities -in accordance with the incident needs and as directed by
the Incident Command.

Institutions -such as schools, hospitals and care homes believed to be endangered
(Notification by telephone or runner, if necessary, as directed by the Incident
Command).

As information becomes available, Dispatch should broadcast updates and safety
information.

FACILITY AND TRANSPORTER EMERGENCY NOTIFICATIONS
CHECKLIST - See Response Guidebook Hazardous Materials Initial Report Form
(TAB 10)

INITIAL NOTIFICATION

Facilities and transportation companies are required to immediately notify Eureka

County Sheriff’'s Dispatch (9-1-1/Dispatch) of a release or spill pursuant to Section

304 of SARA Title lll. The information listed below is needed by those responding:

1. Chemical name and/or identity of any substance involved in the release.
2. Whether the substance is on the list of extremely hazardous substances.
3. An estimate of the quantity of substance released into the environment.
4. The time the release occurred and the duration of the release.

5. Whether the substance was released into the air, water, soil, efc.
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. Any known or anticipated acute or chronic health risks associated with the
emergency and, where appropriate, advice regarding medical attention needed

for exposed individuals.
7. Proper precautions to take because of the release, including evacuation.

8. Names and telephone numbers of those persons to be contacted for further
information.

SPILL FOLLOW-UP REPORTING
A spiller must provide written follow-up reports to the local fire department and County
Local Emergency Planning Committee, including:

1. An update of the information provided in the emergency report-initial notification.

2. The actions taken to respond to and contain the release.

3. Where appropriate, advice regarding medical attention necessary forexposed
individuals.
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COMMAND (MANAGEMENT)

MANAGEMENT ORGANIZATION STRUCTURE

Eureka County and its emergency response agencies have adopted the Incident
Command System (ICS) as the management structure for hazardous materials
incidents.

SUMMARY

The Incident Command System is a dynamic and flexible management framework. It
can be tailored to the needs of each event. This management system can expand or
contract depending on the size and nature of an event.

Eureka County's Emergency Management structure may involve two management
levels: 1) "field” incident Command and 2) a supporting organization operating the
Emergency Operations Center.

“Field” Incident Command includes the management of such response activities as
firefighting, rescue efforts, traffic control, evacuation, hazardous materials mitigation,
etc. The Emergency Operations Center is organized to help support the field incident
command.

STRUCTURE/CHAIN OF COMMAND
The general structure of the Incident Command System is outlined briefly below.

Incident Commander - This is the person in charge of on scene actions. The Incident
Command may be a unified command with representatives of the agencies involved
sharing in the management of the incident. The Incident Commander is responsible
for setting the objectives and the overall management of the incident.

The Command Staff are directly responsible to the Incident Commander.

Public Information Officer -This person handles public information for the specific
incident.

Safety Officer -This person is responsible for safe incident operations.

Liaison Officer -This person is the point of contact for representatives of assisting
and cooperating agencies (agency representatives).

There are four main functional components under the Incident Commander.
1) Operations Section -Responsible for carrying out the actual emergency

response field operations and activities.

The fire service will typically be in charge of fire suppression, and containing and
controlling the release (only as trained personnel and proper equipment

permit).
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Law enforcement will typically be responsible for traffic control, scene security,
and evacuation.

The Medical unit (EMS) will be responsible for treating victims and for the
ambulance service(s) on scene.

2) Planning Section -Responsible for creating the strategies and plans needed to
cope with the emergency in an organized way.

Technical Specialists provide technical advice to the Incident Commander (May
be a specialist from local business).

3) Logistics Section -Responsible for ordering the resources needed for Incident
operations, and providing services and support to the Incident organization.

Communications unit will establish communications as directed by the Incident
Commander.

The First Aid unit will be responsible for treating responders.

4) Finance Section -Responsible for all financial matters, including keeping
personnel time records and handling insurance and injury claims for the Incident.

The Cost Unit is responsible for the finances of the response operation.
FACILITIES

EMERGENCY OPERATIONS CENTER (EOC)
The County Emergency Operations Center will be set up at the Eureka County Public
Works Offices.

Emergency Operations Center Activation

The Emergency Operations Center management organization will typically be activated
during muitiple incidents, or major or catastrophic events. The Emergency Operations
Center (EOC) may be activated to support a "field" Incident Command without
mobilizing the entire County emergency organization.

The Emergency Operations Center (EOC) will be activated when:

The Incident Commander, after sizing up the scene, decides that off-site support is
necessary.

Evacuation has been ordered, and off-site support is necessary to arrange for
emergency shelters and transportation.
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The Incident Commander, the County Emergency Management Director, or a
member of the Eureka County Commission requests activation.

ALTERNATE EMERGENCY OPERATIONS CENTER

The Eureka Volunteer Fire Department is the alternate site for the County's Emergency
Operations Center in the Town of Eureka. In Crescent Valley the alternate sites are the
Sheriff's substation and Crescent Valley Volunteer Fire Department. Mobile and
departmental facilities may provide some temporary remedy.

INCIDENT COMMAND POSTS

Incident Command Posts may be established at any location determined to be
adequate by the Incident Commander. Command/communication vehicles are owned
and operated by response agencies and may be available for use during emergencies.

INCIDENT COMMAND ORGANIZATION
During hazardous materials incidents, a clearly defined and identified command
organization is critical to the appropriate management of the incident. The precise
composition of the command organization will be dependent on factors specific for each
incident. These factors include, but are not limited to:

location and jurisdiction

nature of substance
magnitude or severity
capability of responding agencies

finances
The County also recognizes certain persons as emergency coordinators, including
community coordinator(s) and facility coordinators. These persons are empowered with
roles and responsibilities necessary to implement this Plan, but they may not
necessarily be the Incident Commander or members of the Unified Command in any
particular incident.

Under the Incident Command System, the incident organization will develop in a
modular progression depending on the nature and conditions at the scene. It may be
necessary to modify/expand/contract the organizational structure to accomplish tasks as
safely and efficiently as possible.
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INCIDENT COMMANDER

The Sheriff's Office has the primary responsibility for initial command in the event of
hazardous materials incidents. Most, if not all, hazardous materials incidents will be
managed under Unified Command principles since fire, law enforcement and other
agencies will have some functional and/or statutory responsibilities. Agencies will
provide command functions consistent with their responsibilities, policies, and
jurisdiction.

Management of a hazardous materials incident will be undertaken by the most qualified
personnel on-scene and will be transferred to more qualified personnel as necessary.

The senior Sheriff's Deputy at the scene will be incident commander until a hazardous
material qualified Incident Commander representing or approved by the County or
agency with jurisdiction assumes the duties of Incident Commander.

Within a private or fixed facility, the Incident Commander will be the senior Sheriff's
Deputy at the scene with the assistance of a designee of the facility owner (e.g., the
Facility Emergency Coordinator or other person(s) designated by the facility owner
or manager) until a Hazardous Materials qualified Incident Commander representing
or approved by the County or agency with jurisdiction assumes the duties of Incident
Commander.

Agencies and entities participating in a hazardous materials incident will strive to use a
Unified Command structure to manage the incident.

COMMUNITY EMERGENCY COORDINATOR

The Eureka County Emergency Management Director has been designated as the
County's Community Emergency Coordinator. The Emergency Management Director is
the day-to-day contact and coordinator for hazardous materials matters. During
incidents, the County Emergency Management Director fulfills the duties and
responsibilities set forth in this Plan and the County's Emergency Operations Plan.
Alternates for the Emergency Management Director are the Chairman of the Board of
Commissioners, the Vice-Chairman and then the other Board member.

The Eureka County Emergency Management Director has the authority and
responsibility for implementing the Eureka County Emergency Operations Plan upon
notification of a situation that poses a serious threat to the lives and property of the
community.

FACILITY EMERGENCY COORDINATOR

Each facility is required to designate a Facility Emergency Coordinator and at least one
alternate. These appointments, including 24-hour contact information, must be provided
to the Eureka County Local Emergency Planning Committee and updated as necessary
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Contact information is located in facility summary reports and the County's Emergency
Resources List.

The Facility Emergency Coordinator is the primary contact person between responders
and their facility during emergencies. A Coordinator may function as part of a "Unified
Command" depending on the circumstances of particular incidents. Facility
Coordinators are also the primary contacts between the facility and County Local
Emergency Planning Committee/Emergency Management Director on an ongoing
basis. The Coordinator's role and responsibilities should be described in the facility's
contingency plan.

ROLE OF THE RESPONSIBLE PARTY

The "Responsible Party" should be consulted in decisions that impact the hazardous
materials response. However, the "Responsible Party" does not necessarily have
standing within the Command Staff, unless the Incident Commander determines that it
is appropriate. The "Responsible Party” may be included in a "Unified Command."

The "Responsible Party" should be given an opportunity to abate the incident using their
own resources, if available, but not to the detriment of the overall operation.
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PUBLIC INFORMATION AND WARNING

PUBLIC NOTIFICATION AND WARNING
The public will be notified of an emergency in accordance with incident needs and
available resources. See individual Facility Contingency Plans, for specific information
regarding the areas for notification.

CHECKLIST (TAB 2)

EMERGENCY PUBLIC INFORMATION
CHECKLIST & STANDARD PUBLIC INFORMATION ANNOUNCEMENTS (TAB 2)

Public Information and media relations will be undertaken in accordance with incident
needs, Incident Command System procedures and available resources.

All information released to the news media or the public will be coordinated through the
Incident Public Information Officer or the Incident Commander, as designated during the
incident. The use of a Joint Information Center for multi-agency responses is
recommended. Participating agencies and County departments must provide support
personnel for the Public Information effort as needed.

Providing factual and timely information to the media is an extremely important part of
an effective response to hazardous materials incidents. Therefore, every reasonable
attempt should be made to cooperate with the media without jeopardizing the
effectiveness of the emergency operation or the media's safety.

The Local Emergency Planning Committee may develop a public information program
to educate citizens about safety procedures during an incident.

OPERATIONS
GENERAL OPERATIONAL CONCEPTS

The County's general approach to hazardous materials emergencies and more specific
response actions reflect its personnel, training, equipment, and other resource
limitations. Roles and responsibilities are outlined for functions and/or agencies that
may include tasks that must be performed by outside resources. Actions taken are to

This section provides brief policy information regarding operational concepts. The
specific operational response information, the "nuts and bolts" of hazardous
materials response for Eureka County, is listed in TAB 2. Also, refer to the various
agency standard operating procedures for specific response procedures.
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Appropriate management of hazardous materials incidents may involve the movement
of personnel and equipment in or around potentially dangerous situations. To minimize
the danger to responders, the public and the environment, definitive action must be
taken while exercising due caution.

COMMITMENT TO SAFETY

The goal of all hazardous materials incidents is the safe outcome of all operations. All
persons operating at the scene of a hazardous materials incident will be operating in the
safest manner possible. Unsafe acts, potentially dangerous situations, improper
protective clothing, or a failure to follow established procedures will be brought to the
attention of the individual and command personnel.

RESPONSE

Both local government and private industry may share responsibility for response tasks
during hazardous materials incidents. These tasks must be undertaken through
cooperative and coordinated actions, with support from outside entities.

The day-to-day duties and organizational structure of County agencies will generally be
maintained in emergency response to hazardous materials incidents. However, certain
agencies and individuals may be required to carry out functions not normally
undertaken.

Eureka County emergency response agencies will attempt to provide appropriate and

timely response to hazardous materials incidents, within the capabilities of avaifable

personnel and resources.

Generally, County resources will only take safe defensive actions, to attempt to
protect lives, the environment and property.

Actions to mitigate the incident will only be taken if properly trained personnel
and appropriate equipment resources are available.

RELEASE DETERMINATION METHODS

Eureka County emergency response agencies will generally use human detection,
mechanical detection, and inspections to determine that a release of hazardous
materials has occurred. Methods and procedures for specific facilities are set forth in the
respective facility contingency plans. Alarms, reports, and visual sightings will be
confirmed and coordinated through the standard procedures of the responding
agencies.

ACTION PRIORITIES
Action priorities for incident operations are:

Situation size up
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e Property, including livestock
e Environment
s Containment and control
e Clean up
RESPONSE ACTIONS

CHECKLISTS - See First On-Scene Checklist (TAB 2) and Checklists and
Guidelines in the Operations Section (TAB 3)

Agencies and personnel will perform functions consistent with their training,
protective equipment, and resources available. Initial response to the incident by
local community resources will be for the purpose of trying to protect persons, the
environment and property, and limiting the effects of a hazardous materials release or
potential release.

Additional outside resources will typically be required to undertake mitigation actions.
Only those responders who are appropriately trained and equipped, and have an
operational role should take actions beyond defensive measures.

Given the limited nature of the first response units, premature commitment of
personnel and equipment to unknown, potentially hazardous situations/locations
should be avoided. Cautious, methodical, and deliberate size-up combined with site
security will limit needless exposure of responding personnel and the public.

BASIC OPERATING GUIDELINES
Stop and observe before approaching the scene (use binoculars)

Look for signs of spill, leak or fire, odor, smoke, vapor cloud, solid or liquid on the
ground, downed victims, etc.

Try to safely identify the materials involved
Look for placards and markings

Know the color-coding.

Use DOT Emergency Response Guidebook, shipping papers, etc.
Report the incident and get appropriate help
Secure the area and deny entry

Begin evacuation or in place sheltering, if necessary, in safe areas

Know your limitations
It is usually best to secure the area, withdraw and wait for help
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Use the proper level of protective clothing and gear

Stop leaks and contain the spilled material only if know it is safe to do so and
adequate properly trained and equipped personnel are on scene

Use proper procedures even on small incidents . . . then you'll be ready for the
BIG ONE

INITIAL ACTIONS
CHECKLIST - See First On-Scene Checklist (TAB 2} and Checklists and
Guidelines in the Operations Section (TAB 3)

SITE ISOLATION/CONTROL
The highest priority is to isolate the hazard area, create safe positions for responding
personnel, and deny entry to nonessential persons. Set up perimeter lines to be
used to divide the incident into areas of differing hazards (e.g., hazardous area and
safe area).

The Hazard area is the area where equipment and personnel are expected to
become contaminated. This is the area where protective clothing and equipment are
required, and only adequately trained and equipped personnel are allowed.

The Safe area is the area where equipment and personnel are not expected to
become contaminated. This is the area where protective clothing and equipment are
not required, and where resources immediately supporting the hazardous materials
operation are located. Generally, Eureka County responders will work in the safe
area only due to training and equipment limitations.

INCIDENT CONTROL

Identification
Attempt to identify the hazardous properties of the material(s) involved, including
toxicity, flammability, reactivity, corrosivity and radioactivity, without endangering

personnel.

Risk assessment
Determine whether first responders can safely deal with the hazardous material
based on their level of training, and protective clothing and equipment available.
Assess risk to emergency personnel should they attempt to rescue victims.
Determine the need for and extent of evacuation and/or in place sheltering. Risk
assessment should occur simultaneously with the identification and verification of
the material(s) involved.
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Rescue
The Incident Command, upon evaluation of the incident, risks, and resources
available, will determine if a rescue can be attempted safely and within the training
and protective equipment of the responders available. Decontamination procedures
must be incorporated into rescue operations. Appropriately trained personnel with
protective clothing and apparatus must be used to attempt rescue(s).

Eureka County responders do not generally have the training and equipment to
respond and rescue victims beyond an operation level. Thus, responders will not
generally be able to effect rescues due to their limited training and equipment.

Emergency medical care

Local ambulance services and emergency medical personnel do not generally have
the training and equipment to respond and treat patients beyond an operation level.
The Incident Command, upon evaluation of the incident, risks, and resources
available, will determine if medical treatment can be attempted safely and within the
training and protective equipment of the responders available.

Decontamination procedures must be incorporated into medical treatment
operations. Decontamination should occur prior to treatment unless qualified and
properly equipped personnel are available. Appropriately trained personnel with
protective clothing and apparatus must be used to provide medical treatment.

The emergency medical personnel on scene and/or the Eureka County Medical
Clinic will, if it can be done safely, make preliminary medical evaluations and, if
necessary, send the victim to Elko General Hospital or another appropriate hospital
for specialized care.

The Eureka County Medical Clinic is not equipped or staffed for hazardous materials
decontamination or definitive care of contaminated patients. The Clinic is not an
emergency or urgent care facility.

Containment

County resources will not generally undertake containment actions. Local resources
will only have the training and equipment to do limited non-hazardous emergency
containment. Significant, dangerous containment activities will require additional
trained outside personnel and resources. Only personnel with the appropriate
level of training, protective clothing and apparatus, and equipment as dictated
by the nature and hazards of the material(s) involved will undertake
containment actions.

Emergency responders should only attempt to minimize the spread of spilled
material(s) as resources and capabilities allow.
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Techniques for Containment

Containment will generally be limited to damming and diversion of liquid spills that
can be accomplished within the scope of training of the personnel on scene and
without undue risk.

Containment and clean-up will be the responsibility of the company or fixed facility
involved.

Resources for Containment
See the Eureka County Emergency Resources List (TAB 12)

DECONTAMINATION
County emergency response agencies do not have appropriately trained and
equipped resources to effect decontamination.

Once hazardous material contamination has been identified, the Incident Command
should ensure that the following takes place:
o Attempt to identify all personnel, facilities, and equipment needing
decontamination.

¢ Request qualified decontamination personnel and e

e Based on consultations with the most knowledgeab
select the decontamination method necessary to ha

e Follow procedures set forth in the responsible Hazar
Team procedures and as recommended by qualified
(TAB 2 OR TAB 3)

RESPONSE PERSONNEL SAFETY
CHECKLIST -See Operations (TAB 3)

The safety of response personnel is a paramount priority of the Incident Command,
Safety Officer, and all responders. Proper safety procedures are mandatory for all
personnel involved in a hazardous materials emergency response. Specific safety
guidelines for response personnel and agency operating procedures are provided in
(TAB 3)
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PUBLIC PROTECTION AND EVACUATION
CHECKLIST -See OPERATIONS section in (TAB 3)

Protection of the public is a primary objective in hazardous materials incidents. The
incident command has a responsibility to determine and inform the public if protection
measures are needed. There are two basic courses of action for the public to take for
their own protection: in-place sheltering and evacuation. Also, actions may be needed to
protect water supplies and sewage systems.

IN PLACE SHELTERING
This protective action involves the public remaining indoors, closing all windows and
doors (sealing them if needed), shutting off all air handling equipment and seeking
shelter in interior rooms. In some cases, remaining indoors is preferable to exposing
citizens to the outside danger by evacuation. Citizens should be advised by all
means possible to close windows and doors and to shut off air-conditioning or
heating systems.

If the incident requires an indoor type of protection for citizens, the Incident
Command or Emergency Operations Center will initiate citizen warning through
potentially effective and available media, emergency response and citizen
resources.

See OPERATIONS section for further information and procedures.(TAB 3 or TAB 7)

EVACUATION
This is often a difficult process involving the systematic removal of persons from a
potentially hazardous situation or environment.

Evacuation Procedures - If the incident requires the evacuation of citizens, the
Incident Command and/or Emergency Operations Center will initiate procedures
in accordance with this Plan.

This Plan’s evacuation guidelines will be used in conjunction with the applicable
Community Plan and specific incident information to accomplish evacuations.

The Sheriff's Office is generally responsible for evacuation operations.

See OPERATIONS section for further information and procedures.(TAB 3 or TAB 7)
RELOCATION

Different from evacuation, relocation involves moving residents and/or businesses

out of their property for an extended period. It may be possible that persons will have

to live elsewhere while cleanup is taking place. Relocation activities should be
initiated during response operations and continue through the recovery period.
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PROTECTION OF WATER SUPPLIES
The protection of water sources and systems is a priority. Protecting measures
may be needed to keep hazardous substances from entering and contaminating
water supplies, well areas and sewage systems. If the incident threatens the safety
of water supplies and sewage systems, the Incident Command and/or the
Emergency Operations Center will notify and mobilize the appropriate Public Works
resources.

CLEANUP

Cleanup activities are not a local response function. Eureka County and its emergency
response agencies will not typically undertake cleanup activities. The County may
consider cleanup activities in incidents of a minor nature with extremely simple and risk-
free cleanup procedures. Clean-up activities will generally be conducted by the
"Responsible Party," private contractors or other entities qualified to undertake such
tasks.

If the "Responsible Party" can be identified, the Incident Command will inform that party
to take prompt remedial action. Such prompt action includes funding the cost of the
containment, removal, disposal, and restoration of the scene to a normal condition.

In situations where a "Responsible Party" cannot be determined and/or located, the
cleanup will generally be contracted to a licensed cleanup company and fundedin
accordance with the provisions set forth in the Financial Section of this Plan.
(TAB 3)

For incidents on State highways, State agencies will have the primary responsibility for
cleanup and disposal, using State personnel and equipment and/or State disposal
contractors.

For incidents at fixed facilities, the "Responsible Party" will have the primary
responsibility for cleanup and disposal, using its own or contract personnel and
equipment.

Clean up must ultimately meet the standards set by law. The State Division of
Environmental Protection and/or U.S. Environmental Protection Agency must
approve significant and long-term cleanup efforts.

The County may undertake restoration of surrounding terrain (on public property).
Restoration will be performed, only after all contaminated material is removed,
through established grading and shaping procedures.

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HAZARDOUS WASTE DISPOSAL

Hazardous waste disposal will be conducted in accordance with State and federal
regulations. Generally, a licensed hazardous waste cleanup/transportation company will
be contacted to remove the hazard. It is the responsibility of the responsible party,
cleanup/transportation company (or other similar party) to properly dispose of the waste,
in accordance with State and federal regulations, at an approved and licensed
hazardous waste disposal facility.

DOCUMENTATION AND INVESTIGATIVE FOLLOW-UP
It is vital that a careful record is kept of what happened and what was done in response.
The Agency with Jurisdiction generally has the responsibility to:
Assign responsibility for documentation during and after the incident.
Coordinate completion of reports, forms, and other reporting procedures.

Collect incident records from various sources.

Keeping detailed records can help in:
Recovering response costs and damages from the “Responsible Party.”

Reviewing the effectiveness and efficiency of response actions.
Preparing for future responses.

Verifying facts, actions, injuries, equipment used, etc., for the purpose of legal
proceedings, insurance claims, budget requests and public inquiries.

Diagrams, sketches, photographs, and videotapes should aiso be made during the
incident, as needed and possible, and kept as part of the incident record.

The Sheriff's Office, fire department, hazardous materials response team and Eureka
County Emergency Management Director all have responsibilities for documentation
efforts and investigative follow-up, often in conjunction with state and federal agencies.

Investigative follow-up should be coordinated by the “Agency with Jurisdiction” and
performed by the most appropriate available entities. Investigative support may be
obtained from the Nevada Division of Environmental Protection, Environmental
Protection Agency, and other federal agencies.
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RECOVERY

Activities during the recovery period will concentrate on returning the affected area to
normal or near normal. Activities may include reuniting families, clean up and reentering
evacuated areas. Long term activities may include mitigation and remediation actions.

Technical clean up, mitigation and remediation actions will generally be conducted and
financed by private industry. Eureka County may, at its discretion, participate in
overseeing such activities with other governmental agencies. State and federal
agencies with responsibility to determine the adequacy of mitigation and remediation
actions should undertake a coordinated decision-making process, including County
agencies as necessary.

Financial responsibility for hazardous materials spills and releases may rest with any of
several entities or combinations thereof. shipper, carrier, driver, manufacturer, waste
generator or facility owner. Eureka County will generally seek recovery of costs and
other necessary funds from the responsible party. The County will attempt to secure
funds from state and/or federal sources if necessary.

PLANNING

The County believes planning and preparedness requires a cooperative
partnership with all relevant parties. Since hazardous materials incidents are not just
a local governmental responsibility, private industry, the public and other evels of
government must participate.

Eureka County has established a Local Emergency Planning Committee composed of
members from various agencies and the private sector. The Local Emergency Planning
Committee guides and coordinates the County's ongoing planning and preparedness
efforts with the Eureka County Emergency Management Director.

REPORTING

Several different types of reports, emergency and day-to-day, are necessary for
hazardous materials incidents to provide adequate information for responders and
comply with the provisions of SARA Title Ili.

EMERGENCY REPORT - INITIAL NOTIFICATION OF INCIDENT - See Notification
Section (TAB 2)
CHECKLIST -See Initial Report Form. (TAB 10)
SPILL FOLLOW-UP REPORTING -See Notification Section
NORMAL FACILITY REPORTING REQUIREMENTS

Facilities must provide the following reports to the local fire department, County Local
Emergency Planning Committee and State Emergency Response Commission:
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PLANNING AND PREPAREDNESS

The Eureka County Local Emergency Planning Committee and the Eureka County
Emergency Management Director are primarily responsible for overall planning and
preparedness for hazardous materials incidents. The County intends to continue a
coordinated planning effort through the Local Emergency Planning Committee.
Preparedness efforts are also intended to be promoted and coordinated through the
Local Emergency Planning Commiittee.

Effective hazardous materials incident management depends on planning activities
undertaken before an incident. Pre-incident planning is an ongoing process involving
the County Locatl Emergency Pilanning Committee, Emergency Management Director,
responders, private facilities, and the public. Pre-incident planning involves defining
capabilities, roles, and responsibilities, and addressing the emergency response
organization before an incident. Plans must be periodically reviewed, revised, updated,
and improved as part of pre-incident planning.

There are many plans and procedures that address hazardous materials emergency
response including those prepared by private facilities and transporters, and local, state,
and federal agencies. This Plan is intended to help provide a basis for consistency and
the integration of all plans concerning Eureka County.

PROBABILITY OF OCCURRENCE DETERMINATIONS

Where possible, the probability that a hazardous materials incident may occur will be
estimated based on facility reporting and specific contingency plan information, history,
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operational considerations, and risk. The likelihood of an occurrence may be
categorized as follows:

Low - an occurrence is considered unlikely during the expected life of the facility
assuming normal operation and maintenance.

Moderate - an occurrence is considered possible during the expected life of the
facility.

High -an occurrence is considered sufficiently probable to assume an event will
occur at least once during the expected life of the facility.

MITIGATION

The Eureka County Local Emergency Planning Committee and the Eureka County
Emergency Management Director are primarily responsible for promoting the mitigation
of hazards to reduce the potential for and impact of hazardous materials incidents.

UPDATING THE PLAN

The Local Emergency Planning Committee must review the Plan at least annually. The
Committee will be responsible for making necessary changes to notification lists and
resource lists.

The Local Emergency Planning Committee will make changes in basic Plan policies as
it deems necessary. Routine changes, corrections and updates of the Plan will not
require formal approvals. Changes in the plan will be noted in the Record of Change
section of the Plan. (TAB 4)

PROCEDURES FOR PUBLIC REQUESTS FOR TITLE Ill INFORMATION
Title lll reporting information will be available to the public during normal business
hours.

Requests for information should be made in writing.

All requests for Title Il reporting information should be directed to the Eureka County
Emergency Management Director.

Requests for information should contain the following:

Full name of the person making the request
Mailing address of the person making the request
Affiliation (company, organization, etc.) of the person making the request
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CHECKLIST -See the Planning Section (TAB 3}

Early recognition of incident hazards, potential risks and the total situation is essential.
Initial responsibility for incident assessment lies with the first responding units.

Responders should gather, evaluate, and report information regarding the presence or
release of hazardous substances and the general situation before entering into or
undertaking actions that would place them in a potentially contaminated environment.
On-site information gathering must be limited to that which can be obtained
within the limits of each responder's level of training and protective equipment.
Each responder should be alert to the signs, evidence, and indications of the presence
of hazardous materials during fires and other emergencies, and report such information.

Ongoing incident assessment should be conducted as a function of the incident
command organization. Continuing efforts to gather and evaluate information are
necessary to provide for public and responder safety and to carry out needed activities.

INCIDENT ACTION PLANNING
CHECKLIST -See the Planning Section (TAB 3)

Every incident needs some type of action plan. For small, short duration incidents, the
plan does not have to be written. For large, extended, or complex incidents, a plan
should be written. Information is needed to understand the current situation, predict a
probable course of incident events, and prepare alternate strategies and control
operations for the incident.
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AFFECTED POPULATION DETERMINATION METHODS
CHECKLIST -See the Planning Section (TAB 3)

Eureka County will generally use all available information and methods to determine
the population that may be affected by a release of hazardous materials. More
specific steps are outlined in the Planning Section (TAB 3)

LOGISTICS
Logistics includes all support needs to the incident. Logistics is the function that
acquires and maintains the necessary resources to support the overall incident
management.

Eureka County and its emergency response agencies will use those appropriate and
available resources under their control before accessing outside supplies and
resources.

Owing to the limited resources within Eureka County and because of the multiple
functions necessary in an appropriate response, mutuai aid and the use of private
response and cleanup firms is likely.

Mutuat or cooperative aid from surrounding jurisdictions will be sought when
determined to be necessary and appropriate.

Private response and cleanup firms will be sought through the Nevada Division of
Emergency Management when determined to be necessary and appropriate.

If possible, a financial commitment should be provided by the "Responsible
Party" before requesting a private firm.

COMMUNICATIONS
Communications for hazardous materials incidents will conform to the County's
communication policies and procedures.

COMMUNICATIONS AMONG RESPONDERS
CHECKLIST AND INITIAL RESPONSE PLAN - See the Logistics Section (TAB 3)
Radio frequencies will be used in conformance with the County’s standard procedures
and information provided in the Logistics Section (TAB 3) Additional frequencies and
nets may be established for emergency communications pursuant to the incident
communications plan.

Other responding agencies without capabilities for the County's emergency radio

frequency will report to the Incident Command Post to receive compatible radio
equipment, if available.
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In the event of a loss of primary communications, alternate forms of communications will
be employed in accordance with the County’s standard procedures and available
resources.

Communications between responders will generally be by hand held or mobile radios on
site.

The telephone is the preferred means of communications for on-site to off-site

communications.

RESOURCE MANAGEMENT
CHECKLIST -See the Logistics Section (TAB 3)

Resources will be managed through the use of the Incident Command System in
accordance with the response provisions of this plan since the personnel and
equipment required for each incident vary.

The Incident Command will request needed local resources be dispatched by Eureka
County Sheriff's Dispatch/NDF Dispatch until/unless the Emergency Operations Center
is activated. Upon activation of the Emergency Operations Center, requests for local,
State, and federal resources will be made through the Emergency Operations Center.

The County Emergency Resources List will be maintained as the primary reference for
available resources. it contains information on resource agencies, organizations, and
equipment. Copies of the list are located in this plan and at the:

Eureka County Sheriff's Dispatch

Volunteer Fire Department stations in Eureka County

Eureka County Emergency Management Director’s office

Resource management will generally conform to standard County and Incident
Command System procedures.

Outside Resources can be accessed through the Nevada Division of Emergency
Management by calling the duty officer.

SUPPLIES AND EQUIPMENT
Supplies and equipment available for responding to hazardous materials incidents and
their locations are listed in the Eureka County Emergency Resources List.

Additional supplies and equipment will be obtained in accordance with the Incident

Command System and County procurement procedures, and/or policies specified
under Nevada Revised Statutes.
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FINANCE

Hazardous materials incident response, abatement and cleanup are often very costly.
Costs may quickly exceed the financial resources of Eureka County. Financial record
keeping and reimbursement efforts are extremely important in these incidents.

FINANCIAL CONSIDERATIONS

Two general points should be kept in mind:

Whenever possible, the "Responsible Party" should bear all of the financial costs
associated with a specific incident.

With few exceptions, funding sources require prior approval for the use of funds.

RESPONSIBILITIES
The person/entity causing the incident/damage is considered financially responsible.

Code of Federal Regulations, Title 40, Section 262.31 provides that a transporter must
clean up any hazardous waste discharge that occurs during transport.

Responsibility for a spill/release may rest with any of several entities or a combination
thereof, including shipper, carrier, driver, manufacturer/waste generator or facility
owner.

FUNDING

Responsible Party

For incidents occurring on a State highway, the State is responsible for the costs if a
"Responsible Party" cannot be found.

For all other incidents without a "Responsible Party" funding resources should be
sought first from State and/or federal sources, including but not limited to:

State Hazardous Materials Contingency Fund
CHECKLIST -See Finance section (TAB 3)

Federal Superfund (Hazardous Substance Response Trust Fund Comprehensive
Environmental Response Compensation and Liability Act of 1980 (CERCLA)

Local Government Reimbursement Program

Oil Pollution Prevention, Response, Liability, and Compensation Act of 1990 Oil Spill
Liability Trust Fund
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Local funds

For minor incidents that neither the state nor the federal government will provide
funding, it may be possible to access extremely limited local funds through the
Eureka County Board of Commissioners.

DOCUMENTATION OF COSTS
CHECKLIST -See Finance section (TAB 3)

Costs will be documented in accordance with the County's existing procedures for
financial accounting during emergencies

Agencies and organizations involved in hazardous materials incidents are responsible
for maintaining their own records of expenditures incurred for the support of subsequent
claims. The recommended procedure is for all involved agencies and organizations to
submit their claims and supporting information to the Eureka County Emergency
Management Director for consolidation and subsequent submittal to the appropriate
entity.

COST RECOVERY

Eureka County will generally seek the recovery of costs incurred for the response to,
and abatement and mitigation of hazardous materials releases where a culpable
responsible party is identified.
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TAB 8 - TRAINING, EXERCISING AND EVALUATION
TRAINING

Effective, coordinated, and safe response to hazardous materials incidents requires
specialized training and equipment. The County intends that training provide, to the
greatest extent possible, a continuing improvement in the County’s response
capabilities.

The County intends to train to a “Hazardous Materials Operation level”
Eureka County responding personnel will train and respond at a minimum of the
awareness level with some responders at operation level.
Operation level responders will respond to enable defensive actions to be taken such
as:

Scene control

Traffic control
Evacuations
Controlling petroleum spills by simple techniques
Absorption
Dike, dam, diversion
Basic emergency decontamination
The Eureka County Local Emergency Planning Committee is primarily responsible for
promoting technical training for hazardous materials incidents. Individual agencies,
facilities and organizations are responsible for providing the training necessary
for their mission. Federal and state regulations address training requirements and

standards for hazardous materials emergency responders. Eureka County endeavors to
comply with these standards, and those of the State Fire Marshal's Office and NFPA.

POLICIES
Hazardous materials responders should receive adequate training in accordance with
their response role(s), and state and federal requirements.

The County and its emergency response agencies will endeavor to provide training for
first responders to the hazardous materials awareness and operations levels.

PROGRAMS
The County and its emergency response agencies will secure training for first
responders to the hazardous materials awareness and operation level.

Individual agencies are responsible for documenting and maintaining records of training
for their personnel.
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EXERCISING

Since this Plan relies on trained personnel, it must be periodically tested and exercised
to assure responders can function in an emergency. Exercising the Plan and response
personnel is an integral part of the program to improve the County's hazardous
materials capabilities.

POLICIES

Eureka County should regularly exercise this Hazardous Materials Plan and its
response system to promote improved capabilities and coordination for hazardous
materials incidents.

PROGRAMS

Hazardous materials exercises will be incorporated into Eureka County's overall
emergency and disaster exercise program. The Eureka County Emergency
Management Director administers the exercise program in accordance with FEMA and
SARA Title lll requirements.

SCHEDULES
Eureka County will have at least one drill or exercise a year, consisting of either a
tabletop or field exercise.

Drills will be conducted, with critiques held afterwards.

Hazardous materials incident exercises will be conducted according to a yearly exercise
schedule developed by the Local Emergency Planning Committee and coordinated with
the Eureka County Emergency Management Director. The planned exercises are
summarized in Attachment 1, Training and Exercising Schedule.

SCHEDULES

Eureka County agencies will schedule training to accommodate the needs and time
availability of responders. Awareness and operations level training for initial certification
will be scheduled as needed. Refresher courses will be scheduled annually. Current
training schedules are available through the fire departments, Nevada Division of
Forestry and Eureka County Local Emergency Planning Committee. A yearly schedule
of planned training is included in Attachment 1, Training and Exercising Schedule
(TAB 13)
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EVALUATION

The evaluation of exercises and actual responses to hazardous materials incidents are
an important part of a total program to improve the County's planning and capabilities.

POLICIES

A critique and evaluation report should be completed after each hazardous materials
exercise and incident.

RESPONSIBILITIES

it is the responsibility of the Incident Commander and/or the County Local Emergency
Planning Committee to conduct a critique and compile an evaluation of exercises and
incidents.
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TAB 9 - COMMUNITY PLANS

facilities, transportation routes, additional risk facilities, probable evacuation route(s)
and/or plan(s), and other considerations for incident management in specific areas. The
Community Plans focus on areas of population concentration due to their subsequent
higher potential risk to the public's safety.

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DEFINITIONS

AGENCY - For this Plan the term agency is used to denote any county or other
jurisdiction organization, department, or division that has emergency assignments under
this Plan.

AUTHORITY HAVING JURISDICTION - The “authority having jurisdiction” is the
organization, office or individual responsible for “approving” equipment, an installation or
procedure.

COMMUNITY AWARENESS AND EMERGENCY RESPONSE (CAER) - A local group
of manufacturers or users with public involvement (by Chemical Manufacturers
Association).

COMPREHENSIVE ENVIRONMENTAL RESPONSE, COMPENSATION, AND
LIABILITY ACT OF 1980 (or Superfund) (CERCLA) - Regarding hazardous substance
releases into the environment and the cleanup of inactive hazardous waste disposal
sites.

CHEMTREC (Chemical Transportation Emergency Center) - Operated by Chemical
Manufacturers Association and can be reached 24 hours a day at (800) 424-9300.

COLD ZONE - This area contains the command post and other support functions that
are deemed necessary to control the incident. This is also referred to as the clean zone
or support zone in other documents.

COMPETENCE - Possessing knowledge, skills and judgment needed to perform
indicated objectives satisfactorily.

CONFINEMENT - Those procedures undertaken to keep a material in a defined or
localized area.

CONTAINER - Any bag, barrel, bottle, box, can, cylinder, drum, reaction vessel, storage
tank, or the like that contains a hazardous material.

CONTAMINANT/CONTAMINATION - A substance or process that poses a threat to
life, health, or the environment.

CONTROL - The procedures, techniques, and methods used in the mitigation of a
hazardous materials incident, including containment, extinguishment, and confinement.

CONTROL ZONES - The designation of areas at a hazardous materials incident based
upon safety and the degree of hazard. Many terms are used to describe the zones
involved in a hazardous materials incident. For purposes of this Plan, these zones will
be defined as the hot, warm, and cold zones.
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COORDINATION - The process used to get people, who may represent different
agencies, to work together harmoniously in a common action or effort.

DECONTAMINATION (CONTAMINATION REDUCTION) - The physical and/or
chemical process of reducing and preventing the spread of contamination from persons
and equipment used at a hazardous materials incident.

DECONTAMINATION AREA - The area, usually located within the warm zone, where
decontamination takes place.

DEGRADATION - A chemical action involving the molecular breakdown of protective
clothing material due to contact with a chemical. The term degradation may also refer to
the molecular breakdown of the spilled or released material to render it less hazardous.

DEMONSTRATE - To show by actual use. Simulation, explanation, illustration, or a
combination of these may supplement this.

DESCRIBE - To explain verbally or in writing using standard terms recognized in the
hazardous materials response community.

EMERGENCY PLANNING COMMITTEE - The local body responsible for carrying out
the provisions of SARA Title Il

EVACUATION - The systematic removal of person(s) from a potentially hazardous
situation or environment (i.e., outside the designated contaminated area).

HAZARD/HAZARDOUS - Capable of posing an unreasonable risk to health, safety, or
the environment; capable of doing harm.

HAZARD SECTOR - That function of an overall Incident Command System that deals
with the actual mitigation of a hazardous materials incident. It is directed by a sector
officer and principally deals with the technical aspects of the incident.

HAZARD SECTOR OFFICER - The person responsible for the management of the
hazard sector.

HAZARDOUS MATERIAL - A substance (gas, liquid, or solid) capable of creating harm
to people, property, and the environment.

a. Hazardous Materials. The United States Department of Transportation (DOT)
uses the term hazardous materials, which covers eight hazard classes,
some of which have subcategories called classifications, and a ninth class
covering other regulated materials (ORM). DOT includes in its regulations
hazardous substances and hazardous wastes as environmentally
sensitive substances, both of which are regulated by the Environmental
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Protection Agency (EPA), if their inherent properties would not otherwise
be covered.

b. Hazardous Substances. EPA uses the term hazardous substances for
chemicals which, if released into the environment above a certain amount,
must be reported and, depending on the threat to the environment, federal
involvement in handling the incident can be authorized. A list of the
hazardous substances is published in 40 CFR Part 302, Table 302.4.

¢. Extremely Hazardous Substances. EPA uses the term exfremely hazardous
substance for the chemicals that must be reported to the appropriate
authorities if released above the threshold reporting quantity. Each
substance has a threshold reporting quantity. The list of extremely
hazardous substances is identified in Title Il of Superfund Amendments
and Reauthorization Act (SARA) of 1986 (40 CFR Part 355).

d. Toxic Chemicals. EPA uses the term toxic chemical for chemicals whose total
emissions or releases must be reported annually by owners and operators
of certain facilities that manufacture, process, or otherwise use a listed
toxic chemical. The list of toxic chemicals is identified in Title Ili or SARA.

e. Hazardous Wastes. EPA uses the term hazardous wastes for chemicals that
are regulated under the Resource, Conservation and Recovery Act (40
CFR Part 261.33). Hazardous wastes in transportation are regulated by
DOT (49 CFR Parts 170-179).

f. Hazardous Chemicals. The United States Occupational Safety and Health
Administration (OSHA) uses the term hazardous chemical to denote any
chemical that would be a risk to employees if exposed in the work place.
Hazardous chemicals cover a broader group of chemicals than the other
chemical lists.

g. Hazardous Substances. OSHA uses the term hazardous substance in 29
CFR Part 1910.120, which resulted from Title | of SARA and covers
emergency response. OSHA uses the term differently than EPA.
Hazardous substances, as used by OSHA, cover every chemical
regulated by both DOT and EPA.

The classes of hazardous materials, as defined by the U.S. Department of
Transportation, are:

a. EXPLOSIVES - Compounds, mixtures, or devices designed to function with

substantially instantaneous releases of gas and heat.

b. COMPRESSED GAS - Materials or mixtures in a container under pressure.

c. FLAMMABLE LIQUIDS - Liquids that give off ignitable vapors attemperatures

of 200 degrees Fahrenheit or less.

d. FLAMMABLE SOLIDS - Solid materials other than explosives that are liable
to cause fires through friction, retained heat from manufacturing or
processing, or that can be ignited readily.

OXIDIZERS - Materials that yield oxygen readily to stimulate combustion.

POISONS and ETIOLOGIC AGENTS - Poisons are materials that can harm
living organisms -- specifically people, but also animals and plants --

™
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through inhalation (breathing), absorption through the skin, or by ingestion
(eating). Etiologic Agents are germs or toxins that may cause disease in
humans.

g. RADIOACTIVE MATERIALS - These are materials that spontaneously emit
ionizing radiation.

h. CORROSIVES - Materials that cause destruction of human skin tissue.

i. OTHER REGULATED MATERIALS (ORM) - Materials which require
appropriate packaging and handling under certain conditions.

HAZARDOUS MATERIALS RESPONSE TEAM - A group of trained response
personnel operating under an emergency response plan and appropriate standard
operating procedures to control or otherwise minimize or eliminate the hazards to
people, property, or the environment from a released hazardous material.

HIGH TEMPERATURE PROTECTIVE CLOTHING - Protective clothing designed to
protect the wearer for short-term high temperature exposures. This type of clothing is
usually of limited use in dealing with chemical commodities.

HOT ZONE - Area immediately surrounding a hazardous materials incident, which
extends far enough to prevent adverse effects from hazardous materials releases to
personnel outside the zone. This zone is also referred to as the exclusion zone or
restricted zone in other documents.

IDENTIFY - To physically select, indicate, or explain verbally or in writing using
recognized standard terms.

INCIDENT - An emergency situation or event involving a hazardous material or a
release or potential release of a hazardous material.

INCIDENT COMMAND SYSTEM - An organized system of roles, responsibilities, and
standard operating procedures used to manage and direct emergency operations.

INCIDENT COMMANDER - The person responsible for all decisions relating to the
management of the incident. The incident commander is in charge at the incident.

LISTED - Equipment or materials included in a list published by an organization
acceptable to the “authority having jurisdiction” that is concerned with product
evaluation. The acceptable organization maintains periodic inspection records of the
production of listed equipment or materials and their listing states either that the
equipment or material meets appropriate standards or has been tested and found

suitable for use in a specified manner.
NOTE: The means for identifying listed equipment may vary for each organization concerned with
product evaluation. Some organizations do not recognize equipment as listed unless it is also labeled.
The “authority having jurisdiction” should use the system employed by the listing organization to
identify a listed product.
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LOCAL EMERGENCY PLANNING COMMITTEE - The local body responsible for
carrying out the provisions of Title III.

MATERIAL SAFETY DATA SHEET (MSDS) - Provided by manufacturers and
compounders (blenders) of chemicals, with minimum information about chemical
composition, physical and chemical properties, health and safety hazards, emergency
response, and waste disposal of the material as required by OSHA 1910.1200.

MONITORING EQUIPMENT - Instruments and devices used to identify and quantify
contaminants.

OBJECTIVE - An aspiration that is achieved through the attainment of a skill,
knowledge, or both, which can be observed or measured.

PACKAGING - Any container that holds a material (hazardous or non-hazardous).
Packaging includes non-bulk and bulk packaging.

(a)  Non-bulk Packaging. Any packaging having a capacity meeting one ofthe
following criteria:

1. Liquid -internal volume of 118.9 gallons (450 L) or less;
2. Solid -capacity of 881.8 pounds (400 kg) or less, or
3. Compressed gas - water capacity of 1000 pounds (453.6 kg} or less.

(b)  Bulk Packaging. Any packaging, including transport vehicles, having a capacity
greater than described above under non-bulk packaging. Bulk packaging for
transportation can either be placed on or in a transport vehicle or vessel or is
constructed as an integral part of the transport vehicle.

PENETRATION - The movement of a material through a suit’s closures, such as
zippers, buttonholes, seams, flaps, or other design features of chemical protective
clothing, and through punctures, cuts, and tears.

PERMEATION - A chemical action involving the movement of chemicals, on a
molecular level, through intact material.

PERSONAL PROTECTIVE EQUIPMENT (PPE) - The equipment provided to shield or
isolate a person from the chemical, physical, and thermal hazards that may be
encountered at a hazardous materials incident. Adequate personal protective
equipment should protect the respiratory system, skin, eyes, face, hands, feet, head,
body, and hearing. Personal protective equipment includes both personal protective
clothing and respiratory protection.

PERSON-IN-CONTROL - A person handling hazardous materials or operating a
vehicle, device, machine, equipment, or tool which moves, carries, performs work on or
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stores hazardous materials, or a person having essential domain over a structure, site
activity or area where hazardous materials are present.

PROTECTIVE CLOTHING - Equipment designed to protect the wearer from heat and/or
hazardous materials contacting the skin or eyes. Protective clothing is divided into three

types:

1. Structural firefighting protective clothing
2. chemical protective clothing, and
3. high temperature protective clothing

QUALIFIED - Having satisfactorily completed the requirements of the objectives.

RESOURCE CONSERVATION AND RECOVERY ACT (1976) (RCRA) - Established a
framework for the proper management and disposal of all wastes. RCRA directed EPA
to identify hazardous wastes, both generically and by listing specific wastes and
industrial process waste streams. Generators and transporters are required to use
wastes with a manifest system. Owners and operators of treatment, storage and
disposal facilities also must comply with standards, which are generally implemented
through permits issued by EPA or authorized states.

RELEASE - Spilling, leaking, pumping, pouring, emitting, emptying, discharging,
injecting, escaping, leaching, dumping, or disposing into the environment (including the
abandonment or discarding of barrels, containers, and other closed receptacles) of any
"toxic chemical.”

RESCUE - The systematic removal of person(s) from a hazardous situation or
environment (i.e., removal from inside the designated contaminated area).

RESPIRATORY PROTECTION - Equipment designed to protect the wearer from the
inhalation of contaminants. Respiratory protection is divided into three types:

(a) positive pressure self-contained breathing apparatus,

(b) positive pressure self-contained air respirators, and

(c) air purifying respirators.

RESPONSE - That portion of incident management in which personnel are involved in
controlling a hazardous materials incident.

RESPONSIBLE PARTY - The "Responsible Party" is a legally recognized entity
(person, corporation, business, partnership, etc.). It has a legally recognized status of
financial accountability and liability for actions necessary to abate and mitigate
environmental, health and safety impacts resulting from a release of hazardous
materials.

SAFELY - To perform the objective without injury to self or others, property, or the
environment.
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SARA - Superfund Amendments and Reauthorization Act of 1986
SHALL - Indicates a mandatory requirement.
SHOULD - Indicates a recommendation or that which is advised but not required.

STABILIZATION - The period of an incident where the adverse behavior of the
hazardous material is controlled.

STATE EMERGENCY RESPONSE COMMISSION (SERC) - The state-level
organization for the handling of Title Il administrative duties, plans, and information.
The SERC helps support the Local Emergency Planning Committee.

STORAGE - Refers to the bulk handling of hazardous materials before and after they
are transported to the general geographical area of use.

TERMINATION - That portion of incident management in which personnel are involved

in documenting safety procedures, site operations, hazards faced, and lessons learned

from the incident. Termination is divided into three phases: debriefing the incident, post-
incident analysis, and critiquing the incident.

TITLE Il - Emergency Planning and Community Right To Know portion of SARA.

TOXIC - Capable of producing illness, injury or death through ingestion, inhalation, or
absorption.

TRANSPORTATION - Refers to the movement of hazardous materials by rail, road, air,
and pipeline.

UNDERSTANDING - The process of gaining or developing the meaning of various
types of materials or knowledge.

USAGE - Refers to handling of hazardous materials on a consumable basis.

WARM ZONE - The area where personnel and equipment decontamination and hot
zone support takes place. It includes control points for the access corridor and thus
assists in reducing the spread of contamination. This is also referred to as the
decontamination, contamination reduction, or limited access zone in other documents.

WASTE - A material for which no use or reuse is intended or likely and which is to be or
has been discarded.

WILL - Indicates a mandatory requirement.
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
